Anti-corruption clause

1. When fulfilling their obligations under the Contract, the Parties, their
affiliates, employees or intermediaries do not pay, do not offer to pay, and do not
allow the payment of any monetary funds or values directly or indirectly to any
persons, to influence the actions or decisions of these persons in order to obtain
any illegal advantages or to achieve other illegal goals.

When fulfilling their obligations under the Contract, the Parties, their
affiliates, employees or intermediaries do not perform actions that are qualified by
the legislation applicable for the purposes of the Contract as giving / receiving a
bribe, commercial bribery, as well as actions that violate the requirements of
applicable law and international acts on counteraction corruption.

2. In case the party suspects that a violation of any provisions of this anti-
corruption clause has occurred or may occur, the relevant Party undertakes to
notify the other Party in writing. In a written notification, the Party is obliged to
refer to facts or submit materials that reliably confirm or give reason to believe that
a violation of any provisions of this anti-corruption clause has been made or may
be made by the other Party, its affiliates, employees or intermediaries, expressed in
actions qualified by applicable law as giving or receiving a brlbe commercial
bribery, as well as actions that violate the requirements of applicable law and
international acts on counteraction corruption. After a written notification, the
relevant Party has the right to suspend the fulfillment of obligations under the
Contract until confirmation that a violation has not occurred or will not occur. This
confirmation must be sent within 10 (ten) business days from the date of sending
the written notification to the email address specified in the section of the Contract
"Details of the parties".

3. In case of violation by one Party violates its obligations to refrain from
actions prohibited in this anti-corruption clause and / or failure by the other Party to
confirm within the contractual time period, the other Party has the right to suspend the



performance of its obligations under the Contract, including payment under the
Contract, until the Parties settle the dispute or resolve it in court. If, at the same time,
there is evidence of a criminal offense or an administrative offense of corruption, or
as a result of violation of anti-corruption requirements, the Party incurs losses, the
mentioned Party has the right to unilaterally terminate the Contract in the order in
compliance with the law applicable under the Contract.

4. The Party that has violated the anti-corruption requirements and (or) the
terms of this anti-corruption clause is obliged to compensate the other Party for the
resulting losses according to the procedure set forth in the terms of the Contract.
